Rukinga is home to over 50 species of large mammal,
including elephants, lions, buffalo, cheetah, giraffe,
vervet monkey, olive baboon and endangered species
such as Grevy’s Zebra and African Wild Dog.

It is also home to over 300 bird species, including
ostrich, hornbills, secretary birds and green parrots
and over 100 reptile species, including the awesome
savannah monitor lizard.

Rukinga acts as a corridor between Tsavo East and
West National Parks as there are no fences on the
Park boundaries, and as a result, seasonally there can
be as many as 1000 elephants on Rukinga.
